
On behalf of the Indiana
County commissioners,

contributions that the Indiana
County Chamber of Commerce
has made to the quality of life
that we enjoy today.º

proclamation on behalf of the
chamber board and thanked
Ruddock for the continued sup-
port and cooperation of the
commissioners.

and businesses in Indiana

ªRecent announcements
about the Kovalchick Convoca-
tion and Athletic Complex along
Wayne Avenue in White Town-
ship, the recently completed
construction of the multi-tenant
building at 280 Indian Springs
Road, the 93-room Hampton

Inn and Suites property con-
struction and the Indiana Re-
gional Medical Center satellite
operation in Burrell Township
are testimony to this model,º
Kane said. 

ªThis chamber is and contin-
ues to be a model for economic
development partnerships in
southwestern Pennsylvania. Our
board is top of the line, our lead-
ership through this organization
and vision along with our cham-
ber staff's passion and dedica-
tion has kept us in the forefront
of job creation, business reten-
tion and recruitment and the
ever-important goal of improv-
ing the quality of life for our
families in Indiana County.º

CHAMBER PRESIDENTDana P.
Henry told the board that as de-
velopment of Marcellus shale
natural gas grows in Pennsylva-
nia, businesspeople statewide
are being invited to a series of
breakfast seminars to learn how
it may create opportunities for
their businesses. Energy firms
are flocking to the state to ex-
tract natural gas and are creat-

ing significant business oppor-
tunities for local businesses and
entrepreneurs. 

Henry said the Indiana County
Center For Economic Opera-
tions is hosting ªYour Business &
Marcellus Shale,º an education-
al program at Chestnut Ridge
Golf Resort and Conference
Center in Blairsville to help en-
trepreneurs and established
small- and medium-sized busi-
nesses understand and respond
to Marcellus shale-related busi-
ness opportunities. 

The series consists of weekly
early-morning webinars that
began Wednesday, with 
sessions including how 
businesses can establish 
relationships with natural gas
and service companies, how
other businesses already are 
responding and business-plan-
ning skills necessary to evaluate
and implement possible new
business ventures.

The series is co-sponsored by
a consortium of universities,
chambers of commerce, local
planning commissions and re-
gional economic development

boards from across the Com-
monwealth, with leadership
from Penn State Cooperative Ex-
tension. 

Presenters and panelists in-
clude successful local business-
es, a natural gas industry repre-
sentative and experts from Penn
State.

The first four 90-minute ses-
sions meet on Wednesdays at 8
a.m. on Oct. 21, Oct. 28 and Nov.
4. In observance of Veteran's
Day, the final session will be
held on Nov. 10. 

Henry said that even though
the series has begun, businesses
are encouraged to participate in
the remaining four sessions. 

Henry said 62 people attended
the first session.

Coming upBOB

NEW YORK Ð It has been clear for
some time that business is getting bet-
ter. The coming week will give investors
an idea of how much. 

As earnings reports start to flow in for
the July-September quarter, investors
are likely to be more exacting than they
were a few months ago, when they were
pleased by companies' better-than-ex-
pected profits for the second quarter.
Those results largely came from heavy
cost-cutting. This time, investors want
signs that companies are finding ways to
bring in more money. 

ªCost-cutting is OK for a little while
and to some degree it's good for compa-
nies to get in shape. Eventually we need
to see the earnings coming from busi-
ness improving,º said Jason Pride, direc-
tor of research at Haverford Investments
in Radnor, Pa. 

Analysts note that even modest in-

creases in revenue could translate to big
profit increases because companies
have slashed costs. The extra revenue
would flow right into the profit column. 

The companies reporting this week
are some of the biggest in America and
often shape investors' opinions of how
entire industries are faring. General
Electric Co., Intel Corp., JPMorgan
Chase & Co. and Southwest Airlines Co.
are household names and the range of
their businesses could give the market
the best data in months about the health
of the economy. 

A look at those four companies: 

GENERAL ELECTRIC CO. 
Reports: Friday
Why it's important: GE is considered a

benchmark for how the economy is
doing. The conglomerate's big industrial
divisions are major players in areas such
as energy, health care, transportation,
and consumer products. GE manufac-

tures a host of products ranging from
wind turbines to oil field equipment and
MRI machines to refrigerators. 

Forecast: On average, analysts polled
by Thomson Reuters expect GE to post a
profit of 20 cents per share on revenue of
$40 billion. In the same quarter of last
year, the company reported profits of 
45 cents per share on revenue of $47.2
billion. 

JPMORGAN CHASE & CO. 
Reports: Wednesday
Why it's important: JPMorgan Chase's

results provide insight into how con-
sumer and investment banking are far-
ing, therefore presenting a picture of the
entire financial services industry. Invest-
ment banking operations have re-
bounded along with financial market
throughout the year, but retail banking
remains sluggish as loan losses continue
to pile up. Still, throughout the past
year's turmoil, JPMorgan Chase has

been considered among the strongest
banks in the country. 

Forecast: On average, analysts polled
by Thomson Reuters expect JPMorgan
to post a profit of 49 cents per share on
revenue of $24.87 billion, reflecting the
acquisition of Washington Mutual Inc. a
year ago. In the same quarter of last year,
the company reported profits of 11 cents
per share on revenue of $14.74 billion. 

INTEL CORP. 
Reports: Tuesday
Why it's important: Intel is the world's

No. 1 supplier of microprocessors, the
electronic ªbrainsº of personal comput-
ers. Its results reflect PC makers' senti-
ments about how demand from con-
sumers and businesses is shaping up.
The numbers are used as a proxy for the
health of technology spending overall. 

Forecast: On average, analysts polled
by Thomson Reuters expect Intel to post
a profit of 27 cents per share on revenue

of $9 billion. In the same quarter of last
year, the company reported profits of 35
cents per share on revenue of $10.2 bil-
lion. 

SOUTHWEST AIRLINES CO. 
Reports: Thursday
Why it's important: Southwest is the

nation's leading low-fare carrier and the
most consistently profitable. It carries
more U.S. passengers than any of its
competitors, although other airlines are
bigger because of their international
service. Southwest uses its price-setting
power on many routes, forcing competi-
tors to match its fares. 

Forecast: On average, analysts polled
by Thomson Reuters expect Southwest
to post a loss of 1 cent per share on rev-
enue of $2.59 billion. In the same quar-
ter of last year, the company reported a
loss of 16 cents per share on revenue of
$2.89 billion, just before a steep down-
turn in business travel.
