Gettysburg – The cost is $20.00 per person. Permission slip (attached) must be completed and brought to the July 12th 
meeting Boys should bring extra money to eat at McDonalds on the way back on Sunday. Bring camping gear to the 
church on July 12th meeting to load on trailer. Please don’t pack anything that will melt, or any food items. Pack for just a 
weekend but prepare for the weather. Extra socks and underwear!! Packing list should include sunscreen, bug repellent, 
rain jacket / poncho, hat / bandana, grey troop t-shirt(s), and comfortable walking or hiking shoes. Shoes should be 
comfortable and broken in – NO NEW SHOES PLEASE. The battlefield hike is 10.5 miles on Saturday – not the time to 
be breaking in a new pair of shoes. There are no shower facilities but the boys will be able to wash up so can bring 
washcloth and hand towel. Please pack a canteen/water bottle – especially for the first timers going on the battlefield 
hikes. If you must bring snacks – put in a day pack and bring with you on Friday. Again, this is just a weekend of camping 
so please don’t over pack. Mr. Hegland and Mr. Peterson will be providing support for the groups. We will once again be 
camping at McMillan Woods Youth Campground. Directions and permission slip are attached to the newsletter.  ALL
